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Results – 2 nd call for classical

The Selection 
Committee who met in Santorini on 
April 27th and 28th selected 52 projects 
for funding.

Strategic projects: the Program 
MED approach for the 
implementation of strategic 
Projects becomes a reality ! 

 
 
After a long period of reflection and 
analysis, in November 2009, during 
the MED Annual Event, strategic 
projects had been concretized by 
brainstorming sessions on the topics 
of the maritime security, renewable 
energies and energy efficiency .The 
Monitoring Committee of the MED 
Programme last March gave its green 
light for the launch of the 1rst call for 
strategic projects. 

 
It acts for the moment only as a first 
test concerning a methodological new 
approach which should allow the 
national and local actors, public and 
private, to mobilize itself on the ground 
to create new partnerships much 
broader than those experienced in the 
traditional projects. 

 
The programme intends to create 
dynamics in order to combine the 
bottom-up approach with the top-down 
one, aiming to make more effective 
and concrete the direct participation of 
the National Contact Points and the 
Joint Technical Secretariat for the final 
development of the applications. 

 

It remains difficult to give a precise 
definition of a Strategic project since 
the experimentation on this subject is 
total at the European level. What 
surely can be said is that a Strategic 
project cannot have the same 
prerogatives and objectives than 
traditional ones.  

 
For this reason the MED 
Programme wants to focus on three 
main elements of a proposal that 
should necessarily make the 
difference: partnership, impact and 
budget. 

 
�  A global partnership on the level of 
its administrative and technical 
competences, which shows a true 
transnationality and a real added value 
compared to national partnerships. 
 
 
�   A direct projection of the results in 
middle and long term, closely linked to 
the national and local priorities thus 
with the expected 2014-2020 
mainstream. 
 
�  A consequent/logical budget for any 
pilot activity, whether it is 
methodological or operational. Low 
operation costs in the partners 
structures. These costs would be 
assumed on their own equities. 
 
The first call for strategic projects, 
currently ongoing, gathered 35 project 
ideas including 23 positioned on the 
objective 2.2 “renewable energies and 
energy efficiency” and 12 on objective 
2.3 “maritime security” (two objectives 
chosen beforehand by MED 
Monitoring  Committee for a first test) 
within axis 2 of the MED operational 
programme « Environmental 
protection and promotion of a 
sustainable territorial development ». 

The 35 project ideas are currently 
finalising their application whose final 
submission is planned at the latest on 
September the 15th: from now on, no 
other proposal can be added to the 35 
received which answered a first 
demonstration of interest by the 
transmission of a draft project idea on 
April the 15th, 2010. 

 
 

All  project ideas representatives 
registered after April the 15th 2010 
were invited to a seminar with the 
Programme authorities  (Managing 
Authority, Joint Technical Secretariat 
and National Contact Points) and 
experts in Marseilles (France)  The 
objective of this seminar was to 
remind the key criteria of a Strategic 
project and to discuss the necessary 
amendments of the proposals 
received before the submission of the 
application. 
 
After a short introduction on the 
importance of the strategic projects in 
view of the next programming period 
of the Transnational Cooperation, an 
expert explained all the observations 
to be made on the received 
applications, in relation to their 
qualitative aspects.  
 
This technical presentation was 
followed by  a bilateral exchange, 
through working groups, between the 
projects representatives and the 
Programme authorities. Each potential 
project was invited to briefly present 
the strategic nature of its project and 
benefit from the advices and 
orientations to become a real strategic 
project.   
 
 
The agenda of the day as well as the 
presentations given during the 
seminar are available on the MED 
Programme website, under the 
Programme event section.

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The AGRO-ENVIRONMED project 
characterizes the agro-food 
production in the Mediterranean 
regions 
 
 
 
The AGROENVIRONMED project 
(www.agroenvironmed.eu) addresses 
eco-innovation in the Mediterranean 
agro-food sector, a very rich and 
articulated industrial sector, deeply 
rooted in the local economies and 
cultures. Through the exchange of 
knowledge and the identification of 
environmental technologies and best 
practices, the project aims to place the 
Mediterranean agro-food industry as a 
reference in eco-innovation, thus 
boosting the competitiveness of its 
enterprises.   
 
In order to manage effectively the 
complexity of the agro-food sector, the 
project has been segmented in five 
main sub-sectors that will be analyzed 
and studied by “twin” partner regions 
during the project, namely:  

 
·  Meat transformation 

·  Dairy products 

·  Fruit and vegetables 

·  Wine and olive oil 

The idea behind this approach is that 
of carrying out a comparative analysis 
of each specific sub-sector in at least 
two different regions, envisaging the 
existing regional industry structure, 
more diffused processes, main 
environmental issues, environmental 
technologies and good practices in 
use and highlighting possible areas of 
know-how transfer and interregional 
collaboration. 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
During the first stage of the project, 
partners have developed a common 
template for their regional 
characterization analysis, following 
a scheme structured in three 
subsequent phases: 
 
�� General characterization of the 
production processes and of the 
regional sub-sector structure. 
 
�� Identification of main 
environmental issues. 
 
�� Identification of environmental 
technologies and good practices in 
use. 
 

The first phase provides an overview 
of the industry at regional level, 
describing the transformation 
processes in use, the main product 
and process innovation needs 
expressed by the local SMEs, the 
most relevant technologies and 
innovations to improve companies 
competitiveness, the structure of the 
regional industry and its economic 
performance in the framework of the 
national context. 

The second phase addresses more 
technical aspects and provides a 
detailed description of the 
manufacturing processes, in terms 
of the constituent process stages 
and of the related inputs, outputs 
and technologies.   

The final outcome of this analysis is 
the identification of those process 
stages/aspects that constitute a major 
environmental issue in the region and 
that therefore deserve a particular 
attention in the Platform. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
The last phase is devoted to 
conduct a broad analysis of the 
most diffused approaches aimed at 
reducing the environmental impact 
of the transformation processes 
(technologies, good practices). A 
more specific and detailed analysis 
of this aspect will be developed in a 
later project phase. 
 
During this phase, the project could 
rely on qualitative information and on 
the validation of the analysis by 
regional working groups made up by 
experts coming from the industry and 
research world.  
 
On the basis of this regional 
analysis, partners are working now 
on the interregional 
characterization of the identified 
agro-food sectors,  that will further 
develop and finalize the work 
described. In turn, this will serve as 
input for the development of next 
project phase, “Catalogue of 
environmental technologies and 
best practices in the agro-food 
sector” , in which working groups in 
each region will identify the best 
environmental technologies and 
practices available in the market for 
the identified agro-food sectors, in 
order to develop an online catalogue 
that will be accessible through 
project’s website.

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MedLab: Mediterranean Living 
Lab for Territorial Innovation 
 
 
The Living Lab model is a user-driven 
approach in Research and 
Development (R&D) that is used for 
specifying, prototyping, validating and 
refining complex solutions in real-life 
environments. It is applied mainly in 
the ICT industry and promotes co-
creative innovation by bringing 
together the different stakeholders 
involved in the innovation process 
such as companies, research centres, 
public institutions and citizens. 

 
The objective of the MedLab project is 
to apply the Living Lab approach to 
the demand side of regional policy in 6 
MED space Member States: Greece, 
Cyprus, Slovenia, Italy, France and 
Spain. At the heart of the activities is a 
series of pilot projects that will develop 
into an integrated, open but stable 
multi-level governance network for a 
transnational Mediterranean Living 
Lab.  

 
The first phase of MedLab carried 
out a comparative analysis of the 
regional policy context for the 
Living Lab user-driven approach in 
six Mediterranean regions.   
 
Similar programmes based on the 
Lisbon strategy are seen to prevail for 
mainstream innovation policies, while 
alternative methods are also being 
tested in attempts to overcome the 
limitations of predominantly industrial 
and technology driven approaches. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
The MedLab Policy Briefing on 
regional innovation strategies 
includes 5 recommendations for 
moving towards user and demand 
driven innovation policies. 
 
Additional surveys under way 
investigate the bottom-up dimension, 
looking at established Living Labs in 
their policy context as well as local 
development initiatives with a Living 
Lab potential. As this work contributes 
to the formulation of an integrated 
policy framework for Living Labs, 
publicly accessible databases are 
being compiled of the relevant policies 
and initiatives. 
 
The second phase of MedLab has 
recently launched an articulated set 
of pilot projects linking 
transnational R&D and the 
strategies of regional departments 
with specific development needs in 
five key fields: inno-SME networks, 
rural development, coastal zone 
management, participatory strategic 
planning and tourism.  
 
Host partners for each of the five 
areas have defined the action plan 
and local partnerships and are 
currently building transnational links 
and carrying out a census of the ICT 
platforms and services employed. As 
the pilots develop and network, 
requirements for future research in ICT 
relevant to regional development 
needs will be identified. 
 
Throughout this period, MedLab has 
carried out an extensive 
communication strategy including 
promotional material and a series of 
international seminars in Thessaloniki, 
Portoroz, Palermo, Malaga, and 
Marseilles, with the next events 
planned in Larnaca (Sep 10).  
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
MedLab has also participated 
extensively in external events related 
to regional innovation policy such as 
OpenDays2009 in Brussels, 
eChallenges2009 in Istanbul, the MED 
Programme Annual Conference in 
Naples, the INTERREG Capitalisation 
Conference in Gotenburg, and the 
COLLABS-PACA workshop on Living 
Labs and regional innovation policies 
in Brussels. 
 
As part of its networking and 
capitalisation strategy, MedLab has 
established cooperation links with the 
MED TexMedIn and MedGovernance 
projects and FP6-7 C@R and ICT-
ENSURE projects. In the context of 
the European Network of Living Labs 
(EnoLL) it constituted the “LL-Regio: 
Regional and Territorial” Thematic 
Domain Network of Living Labs as well 
as the Italian Network of Living Labs, 
and, as part of the MED Programme’s 
Capitalisation initiatives, it has given 
birth to the Governance and 
Innovation forum. Through these 
efforts, MedLab has gained the 
collaboration of FAO, the Food and 
Agriculture Organisation of the United 
Nations, in the role of Associated 
Partner.  
 
These and similar networks, building 
on the core of the MedLab pilot 
partnerships, will ultimately form the 
Mediterranean Living Lab that is the 
final outcome of the MedLab project.

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Waste management as policy tool 
for corporate governance    
 

Most of the Mediterranean countries 
have to cope with the increasing 
quantities of generated waste. The 
European waste management 
systems are often technologically 
different among them, national 
regulative constraints and objectives 
compel the governments to take highly 
complex decisions: as a result, in 
several Mediterranean countries an 
appropriate treatment of waste 
remains a problem but represents also 
a challenge. 

The project goal is to provide guidance 
to decision-makers, concerning the 
way to allocate resources and to 
develop sustainable feasible strategies 
in order to reduce the production of 
solid waste; and to maximize the 
diversion of the material from the 
ultimate disposal, by recycling or re-
using the recovered resources.  

The project started in May 2009 and, 
since then, a series of key activities 
have been carried out :  

A Multi-Criteria Analysis 
methodology, aimed at designing a 
specific decision support system, 
intended to optimize the municipal 
solid waste management has been 
elaborated.  

Each partner has set up a Waste 
Management Partnership composed 
by key stakeholders in order to 
establish a multilevel cooperation, 
sharing projects’ objectives/activities 
and elaborating focused action plans.   

The collection and the compilation of 
the Waste Management State-of-the-
Art Report has produced the first 
draft,  which include also a SWOT 
analysis carried out in each partner’s 
area.   
 

 
 
 
 
 
This document allows a systematic 
vision of the waste management in the 
partner countries, providing at the 
same time useful information for a 
comparison in order to identify the 
bottlenecks and the best practices of 
the WM systems in the MED area.  

 

From the studies carried out by 
WASMAN's experts comes out the 
need to pursue some common 
goals: increase of sorted collection, 
reduction of waste generation, 
enhancement of energetic 
valorisation of waste,  diffusion of 
awareness among the citizens 
aiming at waste reduction, recycling 
and reutilization. 

The identification of pilot actions has 
started with the contribution of the 
Waste Management partnership 
members.  

For instance, one of the selected 
pilot actions concerns the “Eco-
friendly town festivals”.  

Town and village festivals are a 
remarkable social phenomenon 
especially throughout Italy, usually 
attracting several visitors. Moreover, 
apart from being a way to increase the 
value of the territory, the town festivals 
have nevertheless an environment 
impact, mainly because of the 
remarkable quantity of generated 
waste. 
 
Starting from the existing regulations 
and the incentives provided by local 
government, aim of the pilot action is 
to consult local stakeholders to identify 
criteria and ways to reduce high levels 
of waste produced by the many town 
and village festivals each year. 

The outcomes of the initiative will be 
made available to the Regional 
administration that will consider the 
opportunity to include specific 
standards in future regional legislation 
on town festivals. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

In line with WASMAN mission, it will 
be possible: 

�   To develop a more efficient and 
cost-effective waste management for 
solid waste collection, treatment and 
disposal in small cities and less 
populated areas. 

�  To improve territorial multilevel 
governance system on waste 
management, involving public and 
private institutions.  

Next steps 

The participatory approach has 
scheduled the organization of 2 
Technical Seminars aimed at 
explaining to stakeholders the project 
strategy, the  Multi-Criteria analysis 
methodology and 8 thematic 
workshops. 

A Consumers’ handbook is going to be 
published as well as a Best Practice 
Report, both documents aimed at 
increasing the public awareness on 
how to reduce and recycle waste.  

The overall objective is the set up of 
the Model Community Program that 
will take into account the various 
strategies, methods and visions of the 
waste management systems in the 
partners’ areas and can become a 
reference governance tool for the 
MED area.

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Improving the markets in the 
Mediterranean area 
 
 
Med EMPORION is a project 
promoted by the cities of Barcelona, 
Torino and Genoa, together with de 
Conservatorio dell Piemonte and the 
Conservatoire des Cuisines de la 
Mediterranée of Marseille, and headed 
by the Barcelona Municipal Institute of 
Markets.  
 
The general aim of the project is to 
study the importance of food markets 
in the Mediterranean area as a tool of 
urban development and economic 
promotion. It also conducts a research 
about the importance of the product of 
proximity and the role of the market as 
a tool for social cohesion. 
 
The MED EMPORION project is 
developing two comparative studies, 
various study visits, public discussions 
and seminars, 4 large international 
Market Fairs, 4 pilot actions which are 
beeing implemented in local action 
plans in our cities, and several 
communication campaigns to promote 
the cultural heritage and reinforce the 
role of market places and its market 
areas. 

 
Project results to date 
 
Among these initiatives, the first 
international Mediterranean market 
Fair, took place in Marseille as early 
as September 2009, attracting over 
70.000 visitors.  
 
The four Pilot Projects (schools-
educational in Barcelona, markets 
tourism in Torino, management and 
winery in Genoa and 
communication tools in Marseille) 
are also in motion and in critical 
stages of development. Some of 
them are already being tested in the 
experimental phase. 
 

The research, is analysing the state of 
the art, challenges and opportunities 
of the Mediterranean markets, and will 
identify best practices, proposals and 
solutions to each market and city’s 
present situation. 
 
 
Together with the research, a 
“European Quality Standards for 
Markets” guide is expected shortly.   
 
The partners have already set up 
the research methodology and will 
be collecting data from the markets 
of more of 30 cities of the MED area 
during the following semester.  
 
Other activities have also been 
organized, such as conferences and 
debates, smaller market Fairs and 
press conferences, among others. 
 
 Full details of these may be found on 
the project  website, which also offers 
the possibility to subscribe to a 
newsletter service.  
 
 
The city of Turin organized the 
project’s second Mediterranean 
market Fair from the 11 to 13 June. 
The event featured stands of the 
region’s local products and its 
markets, but also from other partner 
cities, and included the sell of local 
products, culinary demonstrations, 
exhibitions, seminars and debates on 
Mediterranean Market.  
 
The project also took the opportunity 
to present the project’s research, and 
organize two press conferences, one 
of which presented the Turin pilot 
project to the Media. 
 
From the 22 to 24 of October 2010, 
another of the project’s major events 
will take place in Barcelona, the 
Market of Markets, with a selection of 
the best of each of the 40 markets of 
Barcelona and the best of the MED 
markets.
